Write, that I am speaking to them through their remorse of conscience, through 
their failures and sufferings, through thunderstorms, through the voice of the 
Church.  And if they bring all My Graces to naught, I begin to be angry with them, 
leaving them alone and giving them what they want.” (D.1728) 
 

 

Yes, the Church welcomes everyone. But it is important to remember that it welcomes 

sinners to repentance and conversion; “to allow themselves to be enfolded by the 

Mercy, the Tenderness, and the Forgiveness of the Father;”- Pope Francis. The Church 

always calls sinners to live a better life; never to endorse our sins. In respecting our ‘free 

will’, Jesus cannot lavish His Love and Graces on us, as He greatly desires to do,  if our 

soul is not in the ‘state of grace’.  A ‘state of grace’ is gained by the means God has 

given us, i.e. sincere repentance, and the Sacrament of 

Confession. Sin distorts our perception of God; Confession 

rectifies it. The True Church cannot condone sin, let alone 

accommodate or celebrate it. When a soul chooses to 

embrace sin, rather than strive to eradicate it, sin becomes   

a destructive force, both within and without. The Church 

cannot be indifferent to unrepented sin. (Luke.17:3, Col 3:16, Ps. 141:5)

His Guardian Angel was defending him, but he was as 
it were, powerless against the enormity of the soul's misery. A multitude of devils was 
waiting for the soul. But while I was saying the Chaplet, I saw Jesus just as He is depicted 
in the Image. The rays which issued from Jesus' Heart enveloped the sick man, and the 
powers of darkness fled in panic. The sick man peacefully breathed his last. When I 
came to myself, I understood how very important the Chaplet was for the dying. It 
appeases the Anger of God."(D.1565) 

 
 Today, the Lord came to me and said, “My daughter, help Me to save souls. You will 
go to a dying sinner, and you will continue to recite the Chaplet, and in this way you 
will obtain for him trust in My Mercy, for he is already in despair.” Suddenly, I found 
myself in a strange cottage where an elderly man was dying amidst great torments. All 
about the bed was a multitude of demons and the family, who were crying. When I 
began to pray, the spirits of darkness fled, with hissing and threats directed at me. The 
soul became calm and, filled with trust, rested in the Lord.  
 

"It sometimes happens that the dying person is in the second or third building away, 
yet for the spirit, space does not exist. It sometimes happens that I know about a 
death occurring several hundred kilometres away. This has happened several times 
with regard to my family and relatives and also sisters in religion, and even souls 
whom I have not known during their lifetime." (D. 835) 
 
"My contact with the dying is, just as it has been in the past, very close. I often 
accompany a person who is dying far away; but my greatest joy is when I see the 
promise of mercy fulfilled in these souls. The Lord is faithful: What He ordains- He fulfils. 
(D.935) “O Jesus, inspire souls to pray [the Chaplet] often for the dying.” (D.1015) 

 
“Encourage souls to say the Chaplet which I have given to you. It pleases Me to grant 
everything they ask of Me by saying the Chaplet.

I saw Our Lady visiting 
the souls in Purgatory. The souls call her "The Star of the Sea". She brings them 
refreshment…Since that time, I am in closer communion with the suffering souls."(D. 20) 

 
"Today I was in heaven, in spirit, and I saw its inconceivable beauties and the happiness 
that awaits us after death. I saw how all creatures give ceaseless praise and glory to 
God. I saw how great is happiness in God, which spreads to all creatures, making them 
happy; and then all the glory and praise which springs from this happiness returns to its 
source; and they enter into the depths of God, contemplating the inner life of God, the 
Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, whom they will never comprehend or fathom. This 
source of happiness is unchanging in its essence, but it is always new, gushing forth 
happiness for all creatures.” (D.777) 

 

“I rarely have such visions. But I more often commune with the Lord in a more profound 
manner. My senses sleep and, although not in a visible way, all things become more 
real and clearer to me than if I saw them with my eyes. My intellect learns more in one 
moment than during long years of thinking and meditation, both as regards the essence 
of God and … revealed truths, also as regards the knowledge of my own misery.”

“From all My Wounds, like from streams, Mercy flows for souls, but the Wound in My 
Heart is the Fountain of Unfathomable Mercy. From this Fountain spring all Graces for 
souls. The flames of compassion burn Me. I desire greatly to pour them out upon souls. 
Speak to the whole world about My Mercy.” (D.1190) 
 

“The soul that will go to Confession in preparation for this day and receive Holy 
Communion on the day, shall obtain complete forgiveness of sins and punishment.” (D.699). 
“The extraordinary grace promised by Jesus in connection with the Feast of Mercy is 
something greater by far than the plenary indulgence [granted by Pope John Paul II for the 
Feast of Mercy]. The remarkable grace promised by Our Lord on the Feast of Mercy is very 
much akin to a ‘second baptism’. Now the sacramental grace of Baptism if received by an 
adult, is not only the removal of Original Sin from the soul, but also the removal of all 
personal sins committed since birth, and any punishment due to them… 
The Holy Communion on the Feast of Mercy must be a worthy one. 
Unworthily received, or not accompanied by trust in the Divine Mercy and by some deed of 
mercy toward one’s neighbour, it would be a contradiction of the Devotion to the Divine 
Mercy. Instead of the most singular grace, it would draw Divine Wrath upon the head of the 
recipient. The spiritual good of the Faithful demands that they know what great graces they 
can obtain by the Holy Communion received on the Feast of Mercy, and under what 
conditions they can obtain them.”
